60_1PE 05 13 The[churchthat is] at Babylon, elected together with [you], saluteth you; and [so doth] Marcus
my son.

60 1PE 05 14 Greet ye one another with akiss of charity. Peace [be] with you al that are in Christ Jesus. Amen.
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
