Joab'sfield is10 2SA 14 30 # Therefore he said unto his servants, See, Joab'sfield isnear mine, and he
hath barley there; go and set it on fire. And Absalom's servants set the field on fire.

Joab'sgarment that 10 2SA 20 08 # When they [wer €] at the great stone which [is] in Gibeon, Amasa went
beforethem. And Joab's gar ment that he had put on was girded unto him, and upon it a girdle [with] a
sword fastened upon hisloinsin the sheath thereof; and as he went forth it fell out.
