jot or one 40_MAT_05_18 # For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.

Jotbah 12_2KI_21_19 # Amon [was] twenty and two years old when he began to reign, and he reigned two years in Jerusalem. And his mother's name [was] Meshullemeth, the daughter of Haruz of Jotbah.

Jotbath a land 05_DEU_10_07 # From thence they journeyed unto Gudgodah; and from Gudgodah to Jotbath, a land of rivers of waters.

Jotbathah and encamped 04_NUM_33_34 # And they removed from Jotbathah, and encamped at Ebronah.

Jotbathah 04_NUM_33_33 # And they went from Horhagidgad, and pitched in Jotbathah.

Jotham Ahaz and 28_HOS_01_01 # The word of the LORD that came unto Hosea, the son of Beeri, in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, [and] Hezekiah, kings of Judah, and in the days of Jeroboam the son of Joash, king 
of Israel.

Jotham Ahaz and 23_ISA_01_01 # The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, which he saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, [and] Hezekiah, kings of Judah.

Jotham Ahaz and 33_MIC_01_01 # The word of the LORD that came to Micah the Morasthite in the days of Jotham, Ahaz, [and] Hezekiah, kings of Judah, which he saw concerning Samaria and Jerusalem.

Jotham and all 14_2CH_27_07 # Now the rest of the acts of Jotham, and all his wars, and his ways, lo, they [are] written in the book of the kings of Israel and Judah.

Jotham and all 12_2KI_15_36 # Now the rest of the acts of Jotham, and all that he did, [are] they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

Jotham and Gesham 13_1CH_02_47 # And the sons of Jahdai; Regem, and Jotham, and Gesham, and Pelet, and Ephah, and Shaaph.

Jotham became mighty 14_2CH_27_06 # So Jotham became mighty, because he prepared his ways before the LORD his God.

Jotham his son 14_2CH_26_23 # So Uzziah slept with his fathers, and they buried him with his fathers in the field of the burial which [belonged] to the kings; for they said, He [is] a leper: and Jotham his son reigned in his 
stead.

Jotham his son 12_2KI_15_07 # So Azariah slept with his fathers; and they buried him with his fathers in the city of David: and Jotham his son reigned in his stead.

Jotham king of 13_1CH_05_17 # All these were reckoned by genealogies in the days of Jotham king of Judah, and in the days of Jeroboam king of Israel.

Jotham king of 12_2KI_16_01 # In the seventeenth year of Pekah the son of Remaliah Ahaz the son of Jotham king of Judah began to reign.

Jotham ran away 07_JUD_09_21 # And Jotham ran away, and fled, and went to Beer, and dwelt there, for fear of Abimelech his brother.

Jotham slept with 14_2CH_27_09 # And Jotham slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the city of David: and Ahaz his son reigned in his stead.

Jotham slept with 12_2KI_15_38 # And Jotham slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the city of David his father: and Ahaz his son reigned in his stead.

Jotham the king's 12_2KI_15_05 # And the LORD smote the king, so that he was a leper unto the day of his death, and dwelt in a several house. And Jotham the king's son [was] over the house, judging the people of the 
land.

Nebajoth to be 01_GEN_28_09 # Then went Esau unto Ishmael, and took unto the wives which he had Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael Abraham's son, the sister of Nebajoth, to be his wife.

Nebajoth 01_GEN_36_03 # And Bashemath Ishmael's daughter, sister of Nebajoth.
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
