campaign 06635 ## tsaba'{tsaw-baw'} ; or (feminine) ts@ba'ah {tseb-aw-aw'} ; from 06633 ; a mass of 
persons (or figuratively , things) , especially reg . organized for war (an army) ; by implication , a 
{campaign} , literally or figuratively (specifically , hardship , worship) : -- appointed time , (+) army , (+) 
battle , company , host , service , soldiers , waiting upon , war (- fare) . 

campaign 4754 - strateuomai {strat-yoo'-om-ahee}; middle voice from the base of 4756; to serve in a 
military {campaign}; figuratively, to execute the apostolate (with its arduous duties and functions), to 
contend with carnal inclinations: -- soldier, (go to) war(-fare).

despair 02976 ## ya'ash {yaw-ash'} ; a primitive root ; to desist , i . e . (figuratively) to despond : -- (cause 
to) {despair} , one that is desperate , be no hope . 

despair 1820 - exaporeomai {ex-ap-or-eh'-om-ahee}; middle voice from 1537 and 0639; to be utterly at a 
loss, i.e. despond: -- (in) {despair}. 

empaigmos 1701 - {empaigmos} {emp-aheeg-mos'}; from 1702; derision: -- mocking. 

empaiktes 1703 - {empaiktes} {emp-aheek-tace'}; from 1702; a derider, i.e. (by implication) a false teacher: 
-- mocker, scoffer. 



empaizo 1702 - {empaizo} {emp-aheed'-zo}; from 1722 and 3815; to jeer at, i.e. deride: -- mock. 

epaineo 1867 - {epaineo} {ep-ahee-neh'-o}; from 1909 and 0134; to applaud: -- commend, laud, praise. 

Epainetos 1866 - {Epainetos} {ep-a'-hee-net-os}; from 1867; praised; Epaenetus, a Christian: -- Epenetus. 

epainos 1868 - {epainos} {ep'-ahee-nos}; from 1909 and the base of 0134; laudation; concretely, a 
commendable thing: -- praise. 

epairo 1869 - {epairo} {ep-ahee'-ro}; from 1909 and 0142; to raise up (literally or figuratively): -- exalt self, 
poise (lift, take) up. 

epaischunomai 1870 - {epaischunomai} {ep-ahee-skhoo'-nom-ahee}; from 1909 and 0153; to feel shame for 
something: -- be ashamed. 

epaiteo 1871 - {epaiteo} {ep-ahee-teh'-o}; from 1909 and 0154; to ask for: -- beg.

child, lad. 

paideia 3809 - {paideia} {pahee-di'-ah}; from 3811; tutorage, i.e. education or training; by implication, 
disciplinary correction: -- chastening, chastisement, instruction, nurture. 

paideuo 3811 - {paideuo} {pahee-dyoo'-o}; from 3816; to train up a child, i.e. educate, or (by implication) 
discipline (by punishment): -- chasten(-ise), instruct, learn, teach. 

paideutes 3810 - {paideutes} {pahee-dyoo-tace'}; from 3811; a trainer, i.e. teacher or (by implication) 
discipliner: -- which corrected, instructor. 

paidion 3813 - {paidion} {pahee-dee'-on}; neuter dimin. of 3816; a childling (of either sex), i.e. (properly,) 
an infant, or (by extension) a half-grown boy or girl; figuratively, an immature Christian: -- (little, young) 



child, damsel.

child.

earthenware ; a jar for domestic purposes : -- barrel , pitcher . 

pail 05845 ## ` atiyn {at-een'} ; from an unused root meaning apparently to contain ; a receptacle (for milk ,
i . e . {pail} ; figuratively , breast) : -- breast . 

pail 0030 - aggeion {ang-eye'-on}; from aggos (a {pail}, perhaps as bent; compare the base of 0043); a 
receptacle: -- vessel.

pain 06735 ## tsiyr {tseer} ; from 06696 ; a hinge (as pressed in turning) ; also a throe (as a phys . or mental
pressure) ; also a herald or errand-doer (as constrained by the principal) : -- ambassador , hinge , 
messenger , {pain} , pang , sorrow .

pain 3804 - pathema {path'-ay-mah}; from a presumed derivative of 3806; something undergone, i.e. 
hardship or {pain}; subjectively, an emotion or influence: -- affection, affliction, motion, suffering. 

pain 3805 - pathetos {path-ay-tos'}; from the same as 3804; liable (i.e. doomed) to experience {pain}: -- 
suffer. 

pain 4192 - ponos {pon'-os}; from the base of 3993; toil, i.e. (by implication) anguish: -- {pain}. 

pain 4841 - sumpascho {soom-pas'-kho}; from 4862 and 3958 (including its alternate); to experience {pain} 
jointly or of the same kind (specifically, persecution; to " sympathize " ): -- suffer with. 

pain 4944 - sunodino {soon-o-dee'-no}; from 4862 and 5605; to have (parturition) pangs in company 
(concert, simultaneously) with, i.e. (figuratively) to sympathize (in expectation of relief from suffering): -- 
travail in {pain} together. 

pain 5604 - odin {o-deen'}; akin to 3601; a pang or throe, especially of childbirth: -- {pain}, sorrow, travail.

(whether of body or mind) : -- grievous , idol , labor , sorrow . 

painful 3958 - pascho {pas'-kho}; including the forms (patho {path'-o} and pentho {pen'-tho}), used only in 
certain tenses for it; apparently a primary verb; to experience a sensation or impression (usually {painful}):
-- feel, passion, suffer, vex. 

painfulness 3449 - mochthos {mokh'-thos}; from the base of 3425; toil, i.e. (by implication) sadness: -- 
{painfulness}, travail. 

pains 2039 - ergasia {er-gas-ee'-ah}; from 2040; occupation; by implication, profits, {pains}: -- craft, 
diligence, gain, work. 

pains 2873 - kopos {kop'-os}; from 2875; a cut, i.e. (by analogy) toil (as reducing the strength), literally or 
figuratively; by implication, {pains}: -- labour, + trouble, weariness. 

pains 5605 - odino {o-dee'-no}; from 5604; to experience the {pains} of parturition (literally or figuratively):
-- travail in (birth). 



painstaking 07836 ## shachar {shaw-khar'} ; a primitive root ; properly , to dawn , i . e . (figuratively) be 
(up) early at any task (with the implication of earnestness) ; by extension , to search for (with {painstaking})
: -- [do something ] betimes , enquire early , rise (seek) betimes , seek diligently) early , in the morning) . 

paint 03583 ## kachal {kaw-khal'} ; a primitive root ; to paint (with stibium) : -- {paint} .

pair 03976 ## mo'zen {mo-zane'} ; from 00239 ; (only in the dual) a {pair} of scales : -- balances . 

pair 05275 ## na` al {nah'- al} ; or (feminine) na` alah {nah-al-aw'} ; from 05274 ; properly , a sandal 
tongue ; by extens . a sandal or slipper (sometimes as a symbol of occupancy , a refusal to marry , or of 
something valueless) : -- dryshod , ({pair} of) shoe ([-latchet ] ,-s) . 

pair 06776 ## tsemed {tseh'- med} ; a yoke or team (i . e . {pair}) ; hence , an acre (i . e . day's task for a 
yoke of cattle to plough) : -- acre , couple , X together , two [donkeys ] , yoke (of oxen) . 

pair 2201 - zeugos {dzyoo'-gos}; from the same as 2218; a couple, i.e. a team (of oxen yoked together) or 
brace (of birds tied together): -- yoke, {pair}.

repair 02318 ## chadash {khaw-dash'} ; a primitive root ; to be new ; causatively , to rebuild : -- renew , 
{repair} . 

repair 02338 ## chuwt (Aramaic) {khoot} ; corresponding to the root of 02339 , perhaps as a denominative ;
to string together , i . e . (figuratively) to {repair} : -- join . 

repair 02388 ## chazaq {khaw-zak'} ; a primitive root ; to fasten upon ; hence , to seize , be strong 
(figuratively , courageous , causatively strengthen , cure , help , repair , fortify) , obstinate ; to bind ,
