Eliphelet Ezr_08_13 And of the last sons of Adonikam, whose names [are] these, {Eliphelet}, Jeiel, and 
Shemaiah, and with them threescore males. 

Philip Act_08_06 And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things which {Philip} spake, hearing
and seeing the miracles which he did.
