Joram had kept Ramothgilead, he and all Israel, because of Hazael king of Syria.

conspired against 12_2KI_10_09 # And it came to pass in the morning, that he went out, and stood, and said to all the 
people, Ye [be] righteous: behold, I conspired against my master, and slew him: but who slew all these?

desire spiritual gifts 46_1CO_14_01 # Follow after charity, and desire spiritual [gifts], but rather that ye may 
prophesy.

desire that every 58_HEB_06_11 # And we desire that every one of you do show the same diligence to the full 
assurance of hope unto the end:

desire that I 28_HOS_10_10 # [It is] in my desire that I should chastise them; and the people shall be gathered 
against them, when they shall bind themselves in their two furrows.

desire that then 11_1KI_09_11 # [[Now] Hiram the king of Tyre had furnished Solomon with cedar trees and fir trees, 
and with gold, according to all his desire,] that then king Solomon gave Hiram twenty cities in the land of Galilee.

neighbour's house, his field, or his manservant, or his maidservant, his ox, or his ass, or any [thing] that [is] thy 
neighbour's.

desire to be 48_GAL_04_20 # I desire to be present with you now, and to change my voice; for I stand in doubt of 
you.

petitions that we desired of him.

desired of him 44_ACT_09_02 # And desired of him letters to Damascus to the synagogues, that if he found any of 
this way, whether they were men or women, he might bring them bound unto Jerusalem.

desired of the 27_DAN_02_16 # Then Daniel went in, and desired of the king that he would give him time, and that he 
would show the king the interpretation.

desired of the 19_PSA_27_04 # One [thing] have I desired of the LORD, that will I seek after; that I may dwell in the 
house of the LORD all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the LORD, and to inquire in his temple.

desired to eat 42_LUK_22_15 # And he said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this passover with you 
before I suffer:

desired to find 44_ACT_07_46 # Who found favour before God, and desired to find a tabernacle for the God of Jacob.

desired to have 42_LUK_22_31 # And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired [to have] you, that he 
may sift [you] as wheat:

desired to hear 44_ACT_13_07 # Which was with the deputy of the country, Sergius Paulus, a prudent man; who 
called for Barnabas and Saul, and desired to hear the word of God.

desired to make 01_GEN_03_06 # And when the woman saw that the tree [was] good for food, and that it [was] 
pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make [one] wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave 
also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

desiring to be 42_LUK_16_21 # And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: moreover 
the dogs came and licked his sores.

desiring to have 44_ACT_25_15 # About whom, when I was at Jerusalem, the chief priests and the elders of the Jews 
informed [me], desiring [to have] judgment against him.

desiring to see 55_2TI_01_04 # Greatly desiring to see thee, being mindful of thy tears, that I may be filled with joy;

desiring to see 42_LUK_08_20 # And it was told him [by certain] which said, Thy mother and thy brethren stand 
without, desiring to see thee.

desire to be first 41_MAR_09_35 # And he sat down, and called the twelve, and saith unto them, If any man desire to 
be first, [the same] shall be last of all, and servant of all.

desire to be present 48_GAL_04_20 # I desire to be present with you now, and to change my voice; for I stand in 
doubt of you.
