Ashdothpisgah 06_JOS_12_03 # And from the plain to the sea of Chinneroth on the east, and unto the sea of the 
plain, [even] the salt sea on the east, the way to Bethjeshimoth; and from the south, under Ashdothpisgah:

assist 45_ROM_16_02 # That ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her in whatsoever 
business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, and of myself also.

name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

accomplished he 42_LUK_01_23 # And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his ministration were 
accomplished, he departed to his own house.

accomplished his 25_LAM_04_11 # The LORD hath accomplished his fury; he hath poured out his fierce anger, and 
hath kindled a fire in Zion, and it hath devoured the foundations thereof.

goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one another.

admonish you 52_1TH_05_12 # And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour among you, and are over 
you in the Lord, and admonish you;

admonished of 21_ECC_12_12 # And further, by these, my son, be admonished: of making many books [there is] no 
end; and much study [is] a weariness of the flesh.

admonished of 58_HEB_08_05 # Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was 
admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, [that] thou make all things 
according to the pattern showed to thee in the mount.

admonished them 44_ACT_27_09 # Now when much time was spent, and when sailing was now dangerous, because 
the fast was now already past, Paul admonished [them],

admonished you 24_JER_42_19 # The LORD hath said concerning you, O ye remnant of Judah; Go ye not into 
Egypt: know certainly that I have admonished you this day.

admonished 21_ECC_04_13 # Better [is] a poor and a wise child than an old and foolish king, who will no more be 
admonished.

advertise thee 04_NUM_24_14 # And now, behold, I go unto my people: come [therefore, and] I will advertise thee 
what this people shall do to thy people in the latter days.

Ahishar was 11_1KI_04_06 # And Ahishar [was] over the household: and Adoniram the son of Abda [was] over the 
tribute.

amiss against 27_DAN_03_29 # Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and language, which speak 
any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall 
be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort.

amiss and 14_2CH_06_37 # Yet [if] they bethink themselves in the land whither they are carried captive, and turn and 
pray unto thee in the land of their captivity, saying, We have sinned, we have done amiss, and have dealt wickedly;

anguish is 10_2SA_01_09 # He said unto me again, Stand, I pray thee, upon me, and slay me: for anguish is come 
upon me, because my life [is] yet whole in me.

anguish of 47_2CO_02_04 # For out of much affliction and anguish of heart I wrote unto you with many tears; not that 
ye should be grieved, but that ye might know the love which I have more abundantly unto you.

anguish of 02_EXO_06_09 # And Moses spake so unto the children of Israel: but they hearkened not unto Moses for 
anguish of spirit, and for cruel bondage.

anguish of 01_GEN_42_21 # And they said one to another, We [are] verily guilty concerning our brother, in that we 
saw the anguish of his soul, when he besought us, and we would not hear; therefore is this distress come upon us.

Aristarchus a 44_ACT_27_02 # And entering into a ship of Adramyttium, we launched, meaning to sail by the coasts 
of Asia; [one] Aristarchus, a Macedonian of Thessalonica, being with us.

Aristarchus my 51_COL_04_10 # Aristarchus my fellowprisoner saluteth you, and Marcus, sister's son to Barnabas, 
[touching whom ye received commandments: if he come unto you, receive him;]

Aristobulus household 45_ROM_16_10 # Salute Apelles approved in Christ. Salute them which are of 
Aristobulus' [household].

Ashdothpisgah and 06_JOS_13_20 # And Bethpeor, and Ashdothpisgah, and Bethjeshimoth,

Carchemish which 24_JER_46_02 # Against Egypt, against the army of Pharaohnecho king of Egypt, which was by 
the river Euphrates in Carchemish, which Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon smote in the fourth year of Jehoiakim the 
son of Josiah king of Judah.

chamois 05_DEU_14_05 # The hart, and the roebuck, and the fallow deer, and the wild goat, and the pygarg, and the 
wild ox, and the chamois.

abolished death and hath 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, 
who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of commandments 
[contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

Abishur was Abihail and she 13_1CH_02_29 # And the name of the wife of Abishur [was] Abihail, and she bare him 
Ahban, and Molid.

Abishur 13_1CH_02_28 # And the sons of Onam were, Shammai, and Jada. And the sons of Shammai; Nadab, and 
Abishur.

abolish 23_ISA_02_18 # And the idols he shall utterly abolish.

abolished death and hath brought 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus 
Christ, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh the 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of commandments

the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to 
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Abishag a Shunammite and brought her to 11_1KI_01_03 # So they sought for a fair damsel throughout all the coasts 
of Israel, and found Abishag a Shunammite, and brought her to the king.

Abishag the Shunammite be given to Adonijah 11_1KI_02_21 # And she said, Let Abishag the Shunammite be given 
to Adonijah thy brother to wife.

Abishag the Shunammite for Adonijah ask for 11_1KI_02_22 # And king Solomon answered and said unto his mother, 
And why dost thou ask Abishag the Shunammite for Adonijah? ask for him the kingdom also; for he [is] mine elder 
brother; even for him, and for Abiathar the priest, and for Joab the son of Zeruiah.

Abishai 10_2SA_16_09 Then said {Abishai} the son of Zeruiah unto the king, Why should this dead dog curse my lord 
the king? let me go over, I pray thee, and take off his head. 

Abishai 10_2SA_10_10 And the rest of the people he delivered into the hand of {Abishai} his brother, that he might 
put [them] in array against the children of Ammon. 

Abishalom 11_1KI_15_10 And forty and one years reigned he in Jerusalem. And his mother's name [was] Maachah, 
the daughter of {Abishalom}.

Abishua 15_EZR_07_05 The son of {Abishua}, the son of Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the chief 
priest: 

Abishur 13_1CH_02_28 And the sons of Onam were, Shammai, and Jada. And the sons of Shammai; Nadab, and 
{Abishur}. 

Abishur 13_1CH_02_29 And the name of the wife of {Abishur} [was] Abihail, and she bare him Ahban, and Molid. 

Achish 11_1KI_02_39 And it came to pass at the end of three years, that two of the servants of Shimei ran away unto 
{Achish} son of Maachah king of Gath. And they told Shimei, saying, Behold, thy servants [be] in Gath.

Achish 09_1SA_29_09 And {Achish} answered and said to David, I know that thou [art] good in my sight, as an angel 
of God: notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have said, He shall not go up with us to the battle.

therefore he shall be my servant for ever.

Ammishaddai 04_NUM_02_25 The standard of the camp of Dan [shall be] on the north side by their armies: and the 
captain of the children of Dan [shall be] Ahiezer the son of {Ammishaddai}.

[offered]:
